Stewart McArthur and his neighbour Nick Cole belong to two of the oldest pioneering pastoral families in Victoria and together may claim the record for the longest continually occupied neighbouring properties in the state.  It is believed that there are fewer than ten Victorian Pioneer families that remain on the original land that they settled.

Since 1839 their families have experienced droughts, low wool prices, fires, depressions, rabbit plagues, the Soldier Settlement Scheme and death duties.

The 1950s Korean wool boom, frugality and hard work enabled the Cole and McArthur families to survive since day one, even if by a very slender thread at times
